Interact with children and staff to encourage their involvement in activities

Ensure a safe environment for the children in our care

Guide and assist children in the development of proper eating, dressing and toilet habits
Have an understanding typical developmental pathways

Establish and maintain collaborative relationships with other community service providers
working with children

Ensure room is clean and toys are disinfected, furniture is safe for children and any cleaning
products or medicines are kept where children cannot get to them
